Looking Ahead é Listening to Godõs Word 

February 4 ~ In Isaiah it is the one God who sits above the earth and numbers the starsðit is that God who strengthens 
the powerless. So in Jesusô healing work we see the hand of the creator God, lifting up the sick woman to health and 
service (diakonia). Like Simonôs mother-in-law, we are lifted up to health and diakonia. Following Jesus, we strengthen 
the powerless; like Jesus, we seek to renew our own strength in quiet times of prayer. Isaiah 40: 21-31; Psalm 147: 1-
11, 20c; 1 Corinthians 9: 16-23; Mark 1: 29-39 

February 11 ~ The Sundays after Epiphany began with Jesusô baptism and end with three disciplesô vision of his 
transfiguration. In Markôs story of Jesusô baptism, apparently only Jesus sees the Spirit descending and hears the words 
from heaven. But now Jesusô three closest friends hear the same words naming him Godôs beloved son. As believers, 
Paul writes, we are enabled to see the God-light in Jesusô face, because the same God who created light in the first place 
has shone in our hearts to give us that vision. The light of Godôs glory in Jesus has enlightened us through baptism and 
shines in us also for others to see.  2 Kings 2: 1-12; Psalm 50: 1-6; 2 Corinthians 4: 3-6; Mark 9: 2-9 

February 18 ~ On Ash Wednesday the church began its journey toward baptismal immersion in the death and 
resurrection of Christ. This year, the Sundays in Lent lead us to focus on five covenants God makes in the Hebrew 
Scriptures and to use them as lenses through which to view baptism. First Peter connects the way God saved Noahôs 
family in the flood with the way God saves us through the water of baptism. The baptismal covenant is made with us 
individually, but the new life we are given in baptism is for the sake of the whole world. Genesis 9: 8-17; Psalm 25: 1-
10; 1 Peter 3: 18-22; Mark 1: 9-15 

February 25 ~ The second covenant in this yearôs Lenten readings is the one made with Abraham and Sarah: 
Godôs promise to make them the ancestors of many, with whom God will remain in everlasting covenant. Paul 
says this promise comes to all who share Abrahamôs faith in the God who brings life into being where there 
was no life. We receive this baptismal promise of resurrection life in faith. Sarah and Abraham receive new 
names as a sign of the covenant, and we too get new identities in baptism, as we put on Christ.  Genesis 17: 1-
7, 15-16; Psalm 22: 23-31; Romans 4: 13-25; Mark 8: 31-38 

 

Creamy Caramel Flan  
submitted by Sarah Dunlap 

A sweet and delicious dessert for church gatherings or Valentineôs Day 

3/4 cup sugar  
1 package (8 ounces) cream cheese, softened  
5 large eggs  
1 can (14 ounces) sweetened condensed milk  
1 can (12 ounces) evaporated milk  
1 teaspoon vanilla extract  

 
1. In a heavy saucepan, cook and stir sugar over medium-low heat until melted 
and golden, about 15 minutes. Quickly pour into an ungreased 2-qt. round 
baking or souffle dish, tilting to coat the bottom; let stand for 10 minutes.  

2. In a bowl, beat the cream cheese until smooth. Beat in eggs, one at a time, until 
thoroughly combined. Add remaining ingredients; mix well. Pour over 
caramelized sugar.  

3. Place the dish in a larger baking pan. Pour boiling water into larger pan to a 
depth of 1 in. Bake at 350Á for 50-60 minutes or until center is just set (mixture 
will jiggle).  

4. Remove dish from the larger pan to a wire rack; cool for 1 hour. Refrigerate 
overnight.  

5. To unmold, run a knife around edges and invert onto a large rimmed serving 
platter. Cut into wedges or spoon onto dessert plates; spoon sauce over each 
serving. Yield: 8-10 servings.  

 To serve this for a church dessert, I doubled it and served it from the 9x13 pan I 
baked it in.
